· Children experiencing homelessness may change schools 7-8 times a year and are usually 2-3 years behind in school.

· Hunger, lack of sleep, and poor attendance impede learning for homeless children.

· Poverty and lack of affordable housing are the principal causes of family homelessness.

· An estimated 6,000 children experience homelessness in Greater Cincinnati each year.

· Project Connect serves close to 2,000 children each year.

FACES without PLACES (formerly the Project Connect Homeless Children’s Fund) is an all-volunteer non-profit created to support Project Connect, a valuable Cincinnati Public School program serving 2,000 children in Greater Cincinnati.
